Policy for the Control of Litter in School
Litter is 

· Unsightly and makes the school and our local community look uncared for

· Hazardous to our environment, animals and humans

· Dangerous and a healthy and safety risk

· Attracts rats and flies

· Gives a school a bad reputation

Aim

In accordance with 1990 Environmental Protection Act at SCHOOL NAME we aim to control and reduce the amount of litter that is generated to keep our school grounds as litter free as possible.
Roles

Each class in our school will select Litter Monitors to patrol safe and secure areas and remove litter that has either been dropped or blown into school. These monitors will serve as a constant reminder to all our children on how we should dispose of the litter.

A Team Leader for the monitors will initiate training. This training must include coverage of the role, rules, risks involved and how to use the equipment. The leader will act as a point of contact to monitors and address issues that are raised in the control of litter.

The removal of large quantities of litter and litter collecting in unsecured areas of our school will be the responsibility of the Site Manager. He will also co-ordinated with our Litter Monitors to ensure all school litter bins are emptied and cleaned regularly.

Our School

Our school also promote the Keep Sandwell Tidy message in school, via a school banner, display anti litter posters, school litter policy present in every classroom and school eco board for parents and visitors. SCHOOL NAME pupils also take part in regular community litter picking events with local charity Litter Watch.

The Headteacher and our Governing Body will be kept informed of increase/decrease of litter on a term basis, using monthly litter audits which will be undertaken by our Litter Inspectors and reported back to SCHOOL NAME Eco Committee. The Eco Committee will also be consulted on matters of additional funding for litter equipment and external input from support agencies.
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Litter Monitor - School Code of Practice
What SHOULD you do?

· You must ALWAYS put your litter in the bin
· You must NEVER drop litter
· You will tap other pupil GENTLY on the shoulder if you spot them dropping litter in school
· You must ALWAYS be polite when asking OTHERS pupils to pick up litter
· You will help collect litter regularly
· You will HELP to empty our litter bins
What must you NEVER do?

· You must NEVER drop litter
· You must not be RUDE to people who drop litter
· NEVER use your hands to pick up litter
· Be RESPONSIBLE at all times while litter picking
